Step 1 Bolt On all Corner and End Posts

Thru Bolt if possible.

Level top and side
of posts, shim if necessary

Double Band Joist
Overhung Decking

Step 2 Bolt On Intermediate Posts

Use a masons string line to
ensure the tops of the posts are all in line.

Use 3/8” Lag Bolts,
Shim if necessary.

Step 3 Add Top Rail.

Miter & pre drill
top rails

Counter sink (slightly)
if using a hard wood
(like IPE).

Attach top rail with stainless steel
carriage bolts, washers and nuts.
